This saves users space and money and protects the environ- 
ment. For anyone who prefers a handy device for on the go, the popular EasyPump 
is recommended: it fits in any sports or bicycle bag and in any glove compartment.

The UniversalPump 18V offers a high inflating performance of 30 liters per 
minute. This will inflate a medium-sized car tire from 2.0 to 2.5 bar in just some 
30 seconds. A single charge of a 2.5 Ah rechargeable battery could inflate 
24 such car tires from 2.0 to 2.5 bar or 30 trekking bike tires from 0 to 4.5 bar. 
The maximum pressure of the UniversalPump 18V is 10.3 bar, 150 PSI and 
1050 kPa, and is therefore also suitable for racing bike tires which require the

Thanks to a three-stage battery status 
indicator on the tool, users can always see the current charging level while  
using the pump.

The 
tool is operated using an accelerator switch and the illuminated pressure gauge 
makes it easy to read the pressure in all lighting conditions.

All the necessary 
adapters can be found in the integrated accessory compartment at the front of 
the tool.
