With the two new cordless multi-sanders EasySander 18V-8 and 
UniversalSander 18V-10, Bosch is extending its ‘18V Power for All System’ 
to include an entry-level tool and a versatile sander for a large number of 
renovation and restoration projects in home and garden. The ‘18V Power for All 
System’ also covers all representative tools in each segment, currently comprises 
about 60 DIY tools, gardening tools, and home appliances, and even extends 
beyond the Bosch range thanks to the cross-brand ‘Power for All Alliance’. All 
tools – from rotary hammer to lawn mower and even vacuum cleaner – can be 
operated with the same 18V lithium-ion battery and only one charger. This 
saves users space and money and protects the environment. 
 
Low-dust sanding thanks to a new microfilter dust box 
The two multi-sanders enable DIYers to evenly remove material from surfaces 
just like the corded pendants PSM 80 A and PSM 100 A, but with the freedom 
and flexibility of a cordless tool. The tools have a striking new design: The 
microfilter dust box reduces the amount of dust and, thanks to the new position, 
can be simply removed for emptying. For very low dust levels, users can also 
attach a vacuum cleaner to both sanders. The position of the battery at the top 
of the tool is another novelty. The multi-sanders therefore feel well balanced in 
the hand. Since this prevents fatigue when sanding, longer tasks can also be 
performed.  
 
Less wear and tear thanks to a rotatable delta plate 
The rotatable tip of the delta plate is unique in the two tools from Bosch: 
Thanks to the special shape, corners can also be easily reached with the

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sanders. If a plate ever becomes worn after intensive use, both the sanding 
paper and the complete triangular attachment can be detached at the front, 
rotated, and re-attached. Sanding work can therefore be quickly continued, and 
the service life of the tool is substantially extended since the sanding sheets 
need not be replaced immediately. 
 
UniversalSander 18V-10: Powerful multi-talent 
The UniversalSander 18V-10 is characterized by its versatility and ease of 
operation. If necessary, the triangular sander is turned into an orbital sander 
in an instant: Thanks to the SDS system, the triangular sanding plate can be 
simply removed and replaced by the supplied rectangular sanding plate. Large 
areas, for example on a dining table, can therefore also be easily sanded 
down. Smaller gaps, for example in window shutters, can be handled with 
attachable accessories such as a sanding finger or a louvre sanding 
attachment. Electronic speed preselection via a rotary switch enables users 
to adjust the orbital stroke rate precisely to their needs and materials. Whereas 
a higher orbital stroke rate is recommended for large, non-sensitive surfaces 
made of metal or solid wood, the slower movement of the sanding sheet is 
suitable for more purposeful sanding, for example to remove paint residues. 
 
EasySander 18V-8: Ergonomic entry-level tool 
For simpler tasks and smaller areas, Bosch is supplementing its range of  
multi-sanders in the cordless segment with the EasySander 18V-8. Its ease  
of operation and ergonomic design make this multi-sander a tool that is also 
suitable for less experienced DIYers. Thanks to its triangular sanding plate,  
the EasySander 18V-8 is well-suited for repairs or sprucing up small to 
medium-sized pieces of furniture, and for sanding down window frames or 
edges of toys. 
 
The EasySander 18V-8 and UniversalSander 18V-10 are available as of now.
