Thanks to precise motion detection with a detection range of up to 13
meters, an integrated orientation light and flexible operation in the Bosch Smart Home
system or Matter systems*, the Motion Detector Il [+M] combines state-of-the-art
technology and minimalist design. In an emergency, the device — as part of the Bosch
Smart Home alarm system — triggers an on-site alarm in the event of undesired
movement; at the same time, users receive a push notification on their smartphone to
validate the alarm (via a live camera image**). The integrated filter for small animals
minimizes false alarms caused by pets up to 80 cm in height. Furthermore, the

demolition alarm ensures that tampering attempts are immediately detected and

reported.

Security+ provides a professional 24/7 emergency call centre that can intervene
immediately in the event of an alarm.

If they cannot be reached, the call centre gets in
touch with designated emergency contacts. These trusted contact persons assess the
situation — on-site if necessary.
