The

GTS 18V-70 Professional has two Click & Clean connections that allow dust

extractors to be installed quickly and easily, thus ensuring increased user

protection and lower dusts levels in the work area. The cordless table saw has

an innovative braking system that stops the saw blade quickly. The spindle lock

allows the saw blade to be changed quickly and easily. Thanks to a slot in the rip

fence, a spring comb can also be fitted to protect against kickback. The

integrated soft start prevents unwanted jerky starts, protecting the brushless

motor and the battery.
